FARMINGTON TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MINUTES

October 01, 2014
A regular meeting of the Farmington Township Board of Supervisors was held on Wednesday, October 01, 2014, at 7:00 PM in the municipal building.  Board members present were Matthew Sherbine, Howard Schmader, and Lewis Culp.  Also present were Amanda Hepinger and Francis Allio.  Citizens present were Larry Bauer, Thomas Kirkwood, Bob Tinsley, and Adam Wolbert of the Fire Company.
Public Comments
Bob Tinsley praised the Board of Supervisors and the road crew for the expediency of the township roadway resolution that was an issue last month.
Thomas Kirkwood wanted to follow-up to see if the township received a final opinion on who is responsible for the drainage pipe on his property.  The Board indicated that the solicitor was contacted, but final opinion has not been received yet.  Mr. Kirkwood presented a right-to-know request for the information.  He also requested for a copy of last month’s meeting or to have the minutes read aloud.
Reading & Approval of Minutes
The September 03, 2014, regular meeting minutes were read aloud.

Motion by Lewis Culp, 2nd Howard Schmader to approve the minutes of the September 03, 2014, regular meeting as presented.  Motion was voted on and carried in favor.  
Treasurer’s Report
Motion by Howard Schmader, 2nd Lewis Culp to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.

Unfinished Business
Lewis Culp and Sewage Enforcement Officer Todd Fantaskey inspected the Kahle Drive properties and Lencer Drive properties for possible sewage violations.
Motion by Matthew Sherbine, 2nd Howard Schmader to have Todd Fantaskey pursue both sewage issues on Kahle Drive.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.

Motion by Howard Schmader, 2nd Matthew Sherbine to have a dye test peformed on Lencer Drive to analyze where sewage along the roadway is originating from.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.

Motion by Lewis Culp to hold off on granting a holding tank approval for the property on Kahle Drive until ownership of buildings is clarified.

Motion by Lewis Culp, 2nd Howard Schmader to accept WG Satterlee & Sons fuel bid proposal.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.

It was noted the Northwest Commission appointed Quality Engineering Solutions, Inc. to perform a bridge inventory in the county and should be completed by September 2015.

Water/Sewer
It was noted the water line lateral leading to Larry Heasley’s house is not producing enough pressure.  EADS Group should be consulted on the size and type of line to replace the 3/4” copper line to increase pressure and costs should be gathered for the next meeting.
New Business
Motion by Matthew Sherbine, 2nd Lewis Culp to set Halloween Trick-or-Treat for Friday, October 31 from 6 pm to 8 pm.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.
It was noted the County Bureau of Elections has applied for a $3,000 grant to create a 20x20 concrete pad in front of the fire company social hall for better handicapped accessibility.
Motion by Lewis Culp, 2nd Matthew Sherbine to adopt Resolution No. 2014-05, to apply for county aid.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.

It was noted a copy of the fire company’s 2013 audit was given to the township.

Motion by Matthew Sherbine to accept a 36-month electric supply agreement with Verde.  Motion was rescinded.

Motion by Lewis Culp, 2nd Matthew Sherbine to accept a 24-month electric supply agreement with Verde for 0.07095 kwH.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.

Motion by Lewis Culp to terminate medical insurance with Municipal Benefits Services and pursue another medical plan after meeting with the township employees.  Motion was rescinded.

It was noted to have a special meeting Monday or Tuesday to discuss health insurance with the township employees and an insurance agent.

Motion by Lewis Culp, 2nd Howard Schmader to pay all outstanding bills.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.
Adjournment
Motion by Howard Schmader, 2nd Lewis Culp to adjourn the meeting.  With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 08:47 PM.  Motion was voted on and carried all in favor.
